Maura made a motion to eliminate the community service project from the options offered. 13 yeas, 0 nays, 1 abstention.
Maura made a motion to eliminate the senior seminar option. 12 yeas, 0 nays, 2 abstentions.

Aaron made a motion to accept the Senior Capstone Project (SCP) that aligns with the State Standards and PRHS’s proficiency and mission statement. 14 yeas, 0 nays, 0 abstentions.
Several discussion points were considered very important in the overall picture of a senior presentation.

1. We need faculty involvement.

2. A student may choose a community service as part of his SCP.

3. The electronic portfolio should be used in this process all four years.

4. The SCP will be a requirement for graduation.

5. We need to redesign our electronic portfolio to reflect our mission statement and standards.

6. “It is not enough to fill the buckets (of the digital portfolio) with information.  Students should be able to demonstrate that they can apply the information.”  The digital portfolio is a collection of information and a senior capstone project is one way of applying that knowledge.

7. The process for the SCP will be in place by December 2007.

The next meeting of the committee will be on Monday, April 2 at 5:15 in the Bob Cat Café. Royce Robertson in conjunction with Maura and Lena will present his ideas of how we could set up the electronic portfolio to meet the needs of the students and their presentation of the SCP.
